CERTIFICATE

Certified that the Education Department of the Government of the State of Karnataka
has no objection to the affiliation of Manipal School, Ward No. 24, Behind KMC Hospital,
Attavar, Mangalore - 575001, run by Academy of General Education@, Manipal, Udupi
District, to the Central Board of Secondary Education. New Delhi.

2. This No Objection Certificate is issued subject to the following conditions:-

(l) The relevant rules applicable in this regard and the instruction issued by
Government'in Education D_epartment in this regard shall be followed by
the management.

(2) This No Objection Certificate shall not be construed as a letter of
permission, recognition or registration to start a school. A School shall not
be started until and unless the CBSE, oS the case may be, accords
affiliation. Starting of pre-priIn4ry, primary or secondary classes merely
on the basis of this NOC without obtaining prior formal affiliation to
CBSE, is not permissible. However, the institution can start pre-primary,
primary, secondary classes after registering and obtaining recognition
under the Karnataka Education Act and the rules made thereunder till it
obtains affiliation to CBSE, In such cases, it has to comply with the.
medium of instnrction policy of the State Government, namely, mother
tongue or Kannada should be medium of instruction from standard I to 5.
If any institution starts pre-primary, primary or secondary classes without
prior registration and recognition under the State Act and the rules and also
without prior affiliation to the CBSE, it would be in violation of the
provisions of the Karnataka Education Act and rules and will be liable for
penal action under the said Act/rules.

(3) The fees collected by the Educational Institutions following CBStr fbr
each term from the students shall be subject to rules made by the State
Government from time to time in this regard. No capitation fee or
voluntary donations for gaining admission in the school or fbr any other
purpose should be char-eed/collected in the narle of the school.

(4) In case a student leaves the school for such compulsion as transfer of
parents or for health reason or in case of death of the student betcie
cornpletion of the session. pro-rata return of quarterly/tenn/annuai fees
should be made.

(5t The schools.should consuh parents through parents representativcs betbre
revising the fees. The fee should not be revised duriirg the mid-scssion.

(6) After obtaining alfiliation to CBSE. the rnanagcment shall teach Kannada
languagc compulsorily as a subject.

(l I 'fhe rnanagenlent shall provide irrfiastructurc as per the norms prescribed.
(8) The nrattagement shall irot collect ani'donation fionr the students or their

parents/gttardians and r;ollect only thc f'ces prescribed by Govcrrrntent l}orn
titne tl iittre as per the prclvisions of the Kanratalia l:clucational lrrstitutions

(Abolition of Capitation Fee) Act, 1984 o, u, pi"r.ribed by ttre CBSE , as

the case may be.
(9) Children of those belonging to the All India Services/Central Services

.liable to inter-.state transfer, migiants from.out of State who are temporarily
put up in the State of Karnataka/employees of all India level
business/commercial and industrial establishments and Anglo-lndians shall
get preference in admissions.

(10) Admission to pre- primary stage should be done in the month of April
every year.

(l l) The NO OBJECTION CERTIFICATE along with the conditions subject to
which the same has been issued should be exhibited in a conspicuous place
in the office of the school next to the notice board for the benefit of general

public.
(12) For starting the pre-primary school (Nursery / LKG / UKG etc.,) the

management shall obtain prior permission by registering the same in
accordance with the Karnataka Educational Institutions (Classification and
Registration) Rules, 1997.

(13) Any other conditions that may be irnposed in future
(14) The management shall extend all co-operation to the officials of the State

Education Department whenever they visit their schools for inspection
even after getting affiliation to CRSE.

(15) In case any of the conditions mentioned above is violated, the officers
concerned in the Department of Public Instruction shall be free to take
action as per law and Government of Karnataka shall be free to withdraw
the NOC given by it.

3. The school shall not claim arty grant-in-aid ever.

4 Institution get affiliated with CBSE Board within the period two years from the

date of issue of No Objection Certificate. If fails the No Objection Certificate should be

renewed further.

5. The application seeking issue of this NOC was received on 26-ll-2011 and the

same was processed and recommended by the Educf,tQgDepartment.
